The SC2 model consists of three levels. These are outlined in the video lessons and online packet 
of information that guides educators on how to facilitate the model with their elementary 
students. The programs show Dr. Sue Smith-Rex teaching and working with students in all three 
levels while utilizing the key materials in the packet.  
 

Level 1   Empathy  
       A group lesson for the entire class on kindness, empathy, self-control, and school behavior 
    

Level 2  Mediation 
       Training for the student leaders using peer mediation 
     

Level 3  Self Monitoring - Self Control 
       One-on-one self-control folders for students identified as needing more intensive feedback
